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1. EARLY YOUTH. Pestalozzi was 
born in Zurich, Switzerland on 
January 12,1746. His father died 
when he was five, and he was raised 
in a loving home consisting of his

Its publication brought Pestalozzi 
fame but no alleviation from hard work and 
near poverty on the farm. He published the 
book "Fables" in 1791, which was a 
collection of animal stories with simple 
morals. The same year witnessed the 
writing of his "Inquiry." This philosophical 
work was a failure.
